Get off and get out (of) mean to exit a vehicle.
We use get off for public transport.

We use get out (of) for private transport.
We also use get out (of) for exiting rooms, buildings and other spaces.

We also use get into when we are granted access to an institution, like a
university, government or even a nightclub.

B We use get on when we board or enter trains, planes and boats.

B We can also use get onto for this, but it's less common.
B Getonto normally means to climb onto a higher space, like a roof.

B When we get away with something, we escape the consequences of our
actions.

B Get away with means to do something wrong and not be punished for it.

Darren thought he could get away with
not validating his ticket.

B Get off lightly means that the consequences for doing something wrong are

not very serious.

He got off lightly. His boss wasn’'t angry
at him for making that mistake. He just
told him to correct it.

Do you think she will get off lightly? She
didn't mean to drop his phone.

Duncan dented the company car
but nobody noticed.

Pamela missed an important
deadline but her boss took the
blame.
